About OpsCenter reports
OpsCenter is a web-based software application that helps organizations by providing
visibility into their data protection environment. By using OpsCenter, you can track
the effectiveness of data backup and archive operations by generating
comprehensive business-level reports.

OpsCenter displays customizable, multi-level views of backup and archive resources
and customizable reports for tracking service usage and expenditures. It also
contains tools for defining cost metrics and chargeback formulas or handling alerts.
A wide range of audiences benefit from the reporting and the management
capabilities of OpsCenter. The audiences include IT (Information Technology)
managers, application owners, IT finance teams, external compliance auditors,
legal teams, line-of-business managers, external customers, IT architects, and
capacity planning teams.
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OpsCenter reporting user interface
The OpsCenter reporting user interface consists of the following components:

This tab lists all Report Templates (or standard or canned
reports) that are available in OpsCenter. You can modify the
default parameter values of a Report Template as required
and generate a new report of that kind.

For example, use the existing Backup > Job Activity >
Client Count Report Template, change the relative
timeframe to four weeks (default timeframe is two weeks)
and generate a new Client Count report. You can see all
clients that are backed up over the last four weeks.

Report Templates tab

You can save generated reports for your future use. These
saved reports are stored in the My Reports tab. Use this
section to view the saved reports or modify the parameters
of the saved reports and generate new reports out of them.
You can also delete the saved reports using the My Reports
tab.

Reports > Report Templates

OpsCenter provides a number of Report Templates (or standard or canned reports)
that you can modify and generate a new report of that kind.

In the OpsCenter console, when you click the Reports tab, the Report Templates
home page is displayed.

From the Reports > Report Templates page, you can click any of the Report
Templates to view the respective report with default parameter values.

You can also click the following options on the Reports > Report Templates page:

ClickCreate New Report to create a standard report, custom report,
or run an SQL query.

Create New Report

If you do not want to run a report template with default parameter
values, you can directly edit it from Reports > Report Templates
page. To edit a report template, first select the report template by
selecting the checkbox on the extreme left of the report template.
Click Edit Report to edit and save the report without executing it.

Edit Report

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About custom SQL query in OpsCenter Analytics
In OpsCenter, you can create reports by directly running SQL queries. Using this
report creation option, you do not need to go through multiple parameter selections.

OpsCenter provides detailed information about the OpsCenter database schema
that you may want to know before running any SQL query to generate reports. On
the Report Wizard > SQL Query page, click the OpsCenter Schema Document link
to open the PDF that contains all relevant information.

Note: You can create only tabular reports by running SQL queries. You can also
run stored procedures using this feature.

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Save report and email report dialog boxes
A description of the Save report and Email report dialog box options follows in
the table.

Table 1-1 Save report dialog box options

DescriptionOption

Enter the report name. For example, if you generated the
Job Count standard report with the group by option that is
selected as Policy Type and report view as Historical, you
can name this report NumberofJobsbyPolicies.

When you select this report on the Saved Reports tab, the
report is displayed with the saved filters and in the report
view that were selected when the reports were saved, with
respect to the current time.

Review the following points about report names:

■ The report name must be unique in the folder where you
create it. For example, if you create a report in the Private
Reports folder under My Reports, the report name that
you specify must be unique in the Private Reports folder.
The same user can have two reports with the same name
- like one in Public Reports and one in Private Reports
folder.

■ The report name must not contain any special characters
like (/ \ * ? | ")

■ The report name must not be more than 220 characters.

Report name

Enter the short description for the report.Description

Select Public or Private folder. If you save the report in a
public folder, all other OpsCenter users can view it. If you
save the report in a private folder, only you can view it.

Expand the Public or Private folder and select a folder where
you want to save the report. Depending on the folder type
that you have selected - public or private - the folders
displayed for selection vary.

Folder

Click this option to create a new public or private folder.
Clicking this option changes the view of Folder. Enter the
folder name and click OK.

This folder is made available in the Folder tree for selection.
Select this newly created folder where you want to save the
report.

In the new format <Table> has been moved under a new tag called <ReportView>.
If multiple views (distribution, historical, ranking) are selected for export or email,
each of the views will have one <ReportView> tag corresponding to it. Name,
Description and TimeDuration tags inside ReportView tag will always be present
for each view. However, ViewName, GroupBy, and ViewSelections tags will be
present only if applicable. If report is edited and view selections are changed, these
tags will be added in export.

Configuring number of rows in a tabular report for email or export
When you export, email, or schedule a tabular report, 4000 rows are exported by
default.

You can configure the maximum number of rows in a tabular report that you can
export or email.

To configure the maximum number of rows for export

1 Log on to the OpsCenter Server.

2 Stop all the OpsCenter Server services or processes by using the following
commands on Windows and UNIX:

INSTALL_PATH\OpsCenter\server\bin\opsadmin.bat stopWindows

<INSTALL_PATH>/SYMCOpsCenterServer/bin/opsadmin.sh stopUNIX
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3 Navigate to the following location:

C:\Program Files\Symantec\OpsCenter\server\configWindows

<INSTALL_PATH>/SYMCOpsCenterServer/configUNIX

4 Open the report.conf file.

5 You may want to export all the rows or you may want to increase or decrease
the maximum value. Note that if you export all rows or increase the number of
rows, exporting a report may take time when there are a large number of rows.

■ To export all the rows, you can either comment out
report.schedule.max.tabular.rows parameter or specify any value less
than or equal to -1 for report.schedule.max.tabular.rows parameter.
To comment out report.schedule.max.tabular.rows parameter, add
two forward slashes before the parameter in this manner:
//report.schedule.max.tabular.rows=4000

or
Edit the value 4000 in report.schedule.max.tabular.rows=4000 to -1.
report.schedule.max.tabular.rows=-1

■ To change the maximum number of rows to say 5000, you can set the value
of report.schedule.max.tabular.rows as 5000.
Configure report.schedule.max.tabular.rows=5000

6 Start all OpsCenter Server services or processes by using the following
command for Windows and UNIX:

INSTALL_PATH\OpsCenter\server\bin\opsadmin.bat startWindows

About report filters in OpsCenter

About viewing data in a graphical report
Graphical reports present data in a convenient, ‘at a glance’ fashion. However,
some precision may be lost when you use this format. When you are viewing a
graphical report, tool tips are available to provide the precise numerical data. To
view the numerical data on which a graphical report is based, move your mouse
pointer over an area of the graph.

You can also click Show Chart as Table at the bottom of the report to view the
data in a tabular format.

When you are viewing a backup report, you can easily view lower-level reports. On
a graphical report, when you click an area within a graph, the report refreshes to
display data for the next lowest object level.

For example, in a Geography view, you can click a bar labeled Canada to display
a bar chart showing data for Toronto and Vancouver. You can select the bar for a
host to display data for the host’s file systems.

About Report Templates descriptions

A few important notes on the OpsCenter Report Templates :

■ The Drive Throughput, and Drive Utilization reports can be exported and emailed
only in the HTML format.
The Drive Throughput and Drive Utilization reports display data only till 1 A.M.
and not till the time when you run the report. This is because OpsCenter collects
data for Drive Throughput and Drive Utilization report once per day at 1 A.M.
everyday after midnight.
Therefore the Drive Throughput or Drive Utilization reports are only able to report
on data up until 1 AM on that day, even when run with a relative timeframe of
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Previous 24 hours. Similarly if you run Drive Throughput and Drive Utilization
reports at 2 P.M. in the afternoon, the reports display data collected till 1 A.M.
only.

■ Veritas recommends that you configure the retention period of error logs in
NetBackup as more than 1 day. If the retention period of error logs is less than
24 hours, it may result in data loss for some reports like Drive Throughput.

■ A tabular report that is scheduled for emailing has up to 4000 rows by default.
Similarly, exporting a tabular report in the available formats displays data for a
maximum of 4000 rows by default. The maximum number of rows can be
configured.

■ Reports in the PDF, TSV, XML, or CSV formats are sent as email attachments.

■ A report in the HTML format is sent as an inline message in email.

■ Sorting for HTML-based reports (for example, Drive Utilization) is not supported.

All standard reports by default
show the data based on what you select for Report Template Default View.
The Report Template Default View can be specified in Settings > User
Preferences. The default value of Report Template Default View is All My
Views.

Most NetBackup customers have either implemented some sort of deduplication
or plan to in the near future. This is the current trend as customers try to get control
of infrastructure and the amount of time backups take. Add to this the need for many
customers to protect remote offices across smaller WAN links and deduplication
becomes critical since only so much data can be pushed through a small pipe and
many times there is no one at the remote site who is capable of managing hardware.
In the data center, deduplication reporting helps to determine what the actual
deduplication rate is occurring at each PureDisk storage unit. Reporting can be
abstracted to view the protected size or stored size across all PureDisk environments
or drilled down in to one specific area. Common file or data types can then be
identified and matched with their ability to be deduplicated. The report below is a
simple dedupe report created using a Media Server Deduplication Pool. It is a very
basic report and shows how much data would have been backed up without
deduplication enabled. In large environments this would show the number of GB
or TB that is NOT being used due to deduplication. The other reports can contrast
the dedupe data savings vs. the actual deduped information however in this very
small test environment this report shows better information. OpsCenter and
OpsCenter Analytics provide the ability to report on the various forms of deduplication
available with NetBackup. It can provide reports that show things such as how much
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deduplication is being done at a remote site before the data hits the WAN pipe.

Use of the average is necessary since tapes do not have an exact capacity and
are written to until the end of tape mark. On the demand side this is a calculation
of all backup jobs for the time period. The idea for this report is that the difference
between the two lines is the extra capacity that was not needed. In an ideal
environment these lines match the blue line, for example, being slightly under the
line showing that all the space for backups is used. This report can sometimes be
referred to as the “just in time inventory” report after the business theory by the
same name.

The default is to show the total environment but for operational use it would need
to be filtered down to individual storage locations since some can be closer to 100%
capacity than others. This change is easily made by clicking Edit Report at the top
of the report.

The deduplication technology can identify files and the data segments that contain
identical data and treats them as a single instance of the file, which it backs up only
once. For example, PureDisk has backed up 100 MB data , in which 20 MB of data
is duplicate or identical. PureDisk protects the same data but eliminates the duplicity
using deduplication. Therefore, the data that is protected is 100 MB, but the actual
data that is backed up by PureDisk is 80 MB, as 20 MB of data is duplicate data.
This results in saving 20 MB of data. You can generate the Deduplication
Chargeback report that shows the amount you have saved using deduplication.

Risk Analysis > Client Risk Analysis report

Risk Analysis > Client Coverage report
This is a report where a .CSV file can be imported and compared to the existing
backup solution to determine if there are systems that are not being protected
correctly. The purpose of this report is to show what hosts are not backed up
because the backup application is not even aware of them. The report compares
what OpsCenter hosts are known to be backed up with an external list that is fed
in by .csv file. The list can come from a content management database (CMDB),
DNS listings or any other authoritative source of what hosts should be backed up.
The report works across all backup applications and shows you what backup
application and policy executed the backup and the time of the last full or incremental
backup.
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The Client Coverage report tells you whether all clients in your environment are
being backed up or not. OpsCenter can only report on clients that have already
been defined and configured for backups. This report helps you to identify the clients
that are a part of your environment but are not known to OpsCenter. These clients
may not be getting backed up because of backup software not being installed or
the clients not being configured for backups.

To run this report, you must specify a CSV file (comma-separated value) that
contains a complete and authoritative inventory of all servers across the enterprise.
Some of the independent sources of server inventory across the enterprise which
can be used to generate a CSV file are the following:

■ Configuration Management Database (CMDB)

■ Asset Management System

■ Domain Name System (DNS)

■ Homegrown databases

■ Spreadsheet

OpsCenter imports data from the CSV file and compares the list of clients (available
in CSV) with the clients known to OpsCenter. The clients which are present in CSV
but not in OpsCenter can be easily identified from this report.

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This means that a client exists in both the CSV file and OpsCenter
database.

Note: In case multiple names for a system are present in CSV and
OpsCenter, then all the names present in CSV are compared with each
name in OpsCenter till a match is obtained.

The comparison results in this case may be one of the following:

■ Match - Direct: This happens when the host name in CSV is exactly
the same as the host name in OpsCenter. For example,
myhost.veritas.com in CSV and myhost.vtas.com in OpsCenter.

Risk Analysis > Recovery Point Objective report
Recovery Point Objective (RPO) and Recovery Time Objective (RTO) have emerged
as generally accepted metrics for client recoverability. This report ranks all clients
by the amount of time that is elapsed since their last successful backup. The report
shows how long it has been since each system has had a successful backup and
therefore would have difficulty meeting a Recovery Point. In larger environments
being able to run this report on a weekly basis will quickly show where there is risk
due to systems that have not been backed up in a pre-determined amount of time.

In contrast to the Client Risk Analysis report, the level of granularity is the client
level and thus clients with multiple backup policies are represented by the policy
with most recent success. It is recommended that this report not be used for
multi-policy clients. The client “IsActive” filter allows for those hosts that are not
actively being backed up to be omitted. The elapsed time in the report is always
between now and the last successful backup. The report is effective in its graphical
rankings format placing the clients with longest elapsed time at the top.
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Figure 2-58 shows a sample view of the Recovery Point Objective report.

This report is specific to NetBackup 6.5 and above which introduced “Disk Pools”
as a type of Storage Unit. The basic version of this report shows the total amount
of space that is occupied by backups across all NetBackup 6.5 Disk Pools which
would include OpenStorage Devices, PureDisk deduplication option storage,
SharedDisk, or even AdvancedDisk pools. Along with usage the average of the
high and the low water mark is taken for each disk pool and drawn on the graph.
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Since this is an average it should not be used for planning purposes but rather
estimation. In actual usage this report should be filtered on a specific Disk Pool to
show the exact high and low water mark. Finally the forecast is shown so that it
can be determined when capacity needs to be added or backups expired to maintain
operations.

NetBackup Disk Pool Size vs. Percentage Full report
This report is specific to NetBackup 6.5 and above which has new devices and
storage units called “Disk Pools”. A Disk Pool may be an OpenStorage device, a
PureDisk Deduplication system, SharedDisk, or a group of local or network disk
volumes that are pooled together. The bars represent the total number of available
bytes across all disk pools with the colors representing the total amount of space
per disk pool. The lines represent the percentage full each disk pool is. So this
report can help identify how much disk space is used for backups, which pools are
the largest, which ones are near capacity and how the backup environment is load
balancing across disk storage.

Library Summary report
This report provides a current point in time inventory of library capacity. The reports
list the libraries name, Volume DB Server, used/available/total slot count, and used
or available or total capacity. Two calculated columns show the % utilization of slots
and library capacity. The report provides a rich selection of filters enabling users
with a diverse tape library environment to zoom in on any segment of their tape
library population.

Note: The Library Summary report might display some negative values. These
negative values are a result of negative slot counts. If the user added -1 NetBackup
is unable to connect to the media. If the slot count is 0 NetBackup only calculates
data for TLD and TLD8 media leading to negative values in the report. The user
must enter the media slot count from Settings > Configuration > Tape Library.

Library Capacity Forecast report
This report provides a capacity forecast of Tape Libraries. A libraries’ capacity is
calculated by multiplying Slot Count by Slot Capacity. Slot capacity is the capacity
of the tape in the slot. As no standard exists for measuring library capacity, the
report enables several methods by which an individual tapes capacity is determined.
These consist of using the maximum, the minimum and the average size of full
tapes to determine tape capacity. Additionally, user-defined capacity for tape types
is available in the report parameter selection UI. The report extrapolates out the
trend line through the forecast period using classic linear regression and also plots
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the libraries capacity. At the date in which the library capacity line intersects the
capacity forecast line is when the libraries capacity is reached.

Disk and Tape Device Activity > Tape Drive Throughput
This report shows the speed (KB/Sec) at which data backups flow through the tape
drives. The report uses the “heat map” concept and depicts ranges of speeds (slow
to fast) through configurable shades of green color. Reports are generated based
on either Hours-of-Day or Days-of-Week. Advanced averaging logic is used to
determine the throughput values for each cell in the report. The averaging is done
at an image fragment level ensuring granularity and precision in calculations. The
reports can be aggregated and filtered at the Tape Library, Media Server, Drive
Type, Logical Drive, and Physical Drive levels. The sort options allow intuitive
presentation of voluminous data. These reports are important sources of information
for performance analysis and capacity planning activities.

As an example on the analysis that can be performed on this report, suppose you
look at an LTO4 drive that can run at 120+MB/sec, having a report that shows only
5 -6 MB/sec would indicate that the drives are not even close to being at the
maximum capacity. Adding drives in an environment such as this would not impact
the backup window. We see a lot of money being spent on new tape drives when
customers have trouble pushing tape drives from years ago. If you cannot push an
LTO2 drive, then upgrading to an LTO4 will not benefit you (unless you wanted the
hardware encryption option of course). These reports are important sources of
information for performance analysis and capacity planning activities.

Many times when backup windows are not
being met the first thing suggested is more tape drives. What we have found is that
in most cases customers are under-utilizing the tape drive investment either due
to time of day considerations – i.e. backups cannot run during the day due to
performance issues – or they simply have too few Media Servers. OpsCenter and
OpsCenter Analytics have a number of drive utilization and throughput reports that
can show at a glance when tape drives are being used, and if there are large gaps
in usage that could be filled up with changes to the backup Policies. This can help
not only fully utilize the drives, but defer a hardware purchase since it is easy to
see when the drives have open cycles.

This report shows the utilization (0 – 100%) of tape drives. The report uses the
“heat map” concept and depicts ranges of utilization (low to high) through
configurable shades of blue for example. Reports are based on either Hour-Of-Day
or Day-of- Week. Advanced logic is used to determine the utilization values for each
cell in the report. Utilization is calculated off a per minute basis ensuring precision
in calculations versus traditional methods of periodic polling of the devices. The
reports can be aggregated and filtered at the Tape Library, Media Server, Drive
Type, Logical Drive, and Physical Drive levels. The sort options allow for intuitive
presentation of voluminous data. These reports are important sources of information
for performance analysis and capacity planning activities.

About Storage Lifecycle Policy reports
This section describes the Storage Lifecycle policy reports that provide information
about the NetBackup Storage Lifecycle Policies (SLP’s)and NetBackup Auto Image
Replication (AIR). It also inludes detailed information on SLP sizes, progress, and
backlog per Master.
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The Storage Lifecycle Policy reports in OpsCenter help you gain an end-to-end
visibility across destinations in a storage lifecycle policy. With the Auto Image
Replication functionality, you can replicate images from one NetBackup domain to
another NetBackup domain. You can specify a different master server as a storage
destination in an SLP. The SLP reports in OpsCenter show an end-to-end view of
the SLP process that includes backup to import of duplicated image into different
NetBackup domains. The SLP reports help you to verify if each step in the SLP is
executed and identify the possible bottlenecks.

The Storage Lifecycle Policy reports in OpsCenter help you find answers to
the following questions:

■ Is the SLP performing according to schedule?

■ Have the 2nd, 3rd… Copies been made? Does the original image still exist?

■ Am I at a risk of data loss? A copy at a certain phase is about to expire and the
subsequent phase’s copy has not been made.

■ What is my backlog? Is it getting steadily worse?

Review the following points about SLP reports:

■ The SLP reports are applicable only to NetBackup.

■ The SLP reports can be run only for 7.1 or higher master servers. If you upgrade
from 7.0 (or 7.0.1) to a 7.1 master server, the SLP reports also show the images
for 7.0 or 7.0.1 master servers.
If you upgrade NetBackup from 7.0 or 7.0.1 to 7.1 and the SLP definition contains
multiple backup operations, then the first copy is marked as "Backup" and the
remaining are marked as "Duplication". For example, if you created an SLP that
contains four destinations where two destinations are for backup and two are
for duplication, then image copy data marks the first copy as Backup and
remaining for Duplication.

■ The data that is shown in the SLP reports is collected from the NetBackup
catalog and the SLP worklist by NBSL. Once the initial data collection is
complete, the updated data is collected from the NetBackup catalog in every
15 minutes and from the SLP worklist in every 10 minutes. The SLP worklist is
located in the EMM and contains metadata like how many copies need to be
created, where they need to be created, when they are completed etc.
The data that is displayed in the SLP reports is based on the image data that
exists in the SLP worklist and the NetBackup catalog.

■ The effects of deduplication, compression, or optimized deduplication on image
or copy size are not considered in the SLP reports.
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■ By default, data for SLP reports is purged from the OpsCenter database after
90 days. You can also customize the purge interval for SLP images fromSettings
> Configuration > Data Purge.

■ In general, the copy data in the SLP reports (like Copies Completed column) is
based on the data that is collected from the SLP worklist. EMM creates the SLP
worklist once a backup is complete. OpsCenter collects this data in every 10
minutes and shows it in the SLP reports. Depending on when the SLP worklist
is created and also the OpsCenter data collection cycle, the OpsCenter reports
show details for the copy data.

■ The timeframe filter for all SLP reports is based on the time when the primary
backup image (and not an image copy) was created. For example, if you view
the SLP Status by Image Copy report between 7'th May 1:00 P.M. to 8'th May
1:00 P.M., then the copies that got created for an SLP after 8'th May 1:00 P.M.
may be displayed. These copies may be displayed as the timeframe filter is
based on the time when the primary backup image was created and not on the
copy creation time.

■ SLP reports do not consider non-SLP based duplications.

■ Creating custom reports for SLP’s is not supported.

About SLP and Auto Image Replication
This section gives a brief overview about SLP and Auto Image Replication in
NetBackup.

A Storage Lifecycle Policy (SLP) is a storage plan that specifies where data will be
stored and for how long. The SLP determines where the backup image is initially
written and where it is subsequently duplicated. With NetBackup 7.1, you can also
duplicate backup image or duplicate copies from one storage domain to another
for business continuity planning purposes. This means that you can now copy
backup images from one master server to another master server, and also specify
a different master server as a storage destination in an SLP.
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The SLP and Auto Image Replication functionality in NetBackup allow you to move
data to tiers of storage on different master servers commensurate with the value
of the data as it ages.

More information about SLP and Auto Image Replication functionality is available
in the NetBackup Administrator’s Guide.

SLP Status report
The SLP Status report provides a summary of lifecycle policies that are associated
with a master server. The SLP Status report is a tabular report that lets you know
the current progress of SLPs in the selected timeframe for each master server that
is added to the OpsCenter console.

The SLP status report gives a quick summary of the SLP activity and lets you identify
the SLPs that are incomplete. You can see if all your duplications (copies) are
complete or not.

By clicking the links in the SLP Status report, you can drill down to more detailed
reports. You can use the drill-down reports to focus on SLP’s, images, or the image
copies that are incomplete. You can also view SLP status for each destination and
also for each SLP.

From the SLP Status report, you can drill down to the following reports:

This
report shows the trend of images created vs. the images which are SLP incomplete
in a line chart format. This report illustrates what the SLP backlog looks like against
the image creation volume for the selected timeframe and the selected SLP’s. By
comparing the line charts in this report, you can understand the rate at which copies
are created vs. the rate at which images requiring copies are created. This report
provides you with empirical evidence on how efficiently the SLP performs and
visibility into its capacity (i.e. at what point does the outflow begin to fall steadily
behind).

Data for the SLP Backlog report is collected from the OpsCenter database at
midnight (12:00 A.M. by the OpsCenter Server clock). The data collection for the
SLP Backlog report occurs after every 24 hours. This report is available in both
graphical (chart) and tabular formats. To view the report details in a tabular format,
click the link Show Chart as Table at the bottom of the report.

You can edit the report to view specific data in the report. You can also save this
report. Note that when you save the SLP Backlog report and run the saved report
after some time, the report displays current data. You can export or email this report
for reference.
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Note that the data that is shown in the SLP Backlog report (images that are created
and unfinished images) is in GB by default. You can edit the report and change the
units to KB, MB, or TB. The default timeframe for the SLP Backlog report is last
two weeks.

While editing the SLP Backlog report, you can group the timeframe for which you
want to see data. However, the time frame grouping for the SLP Backlog report is
supported for the following intervals only:

■ one day

■ one week

■ one month

The SLP Backlog report does not support any other time frame grouping (like two
days, three months, 1 minute, or four weeks).

The following
filters are available when you edit the SLP Backlog report:

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Limitations of SLP reports
The data that is shown in the SLP reports is collected primarily from the EMM
worklist and also from the NetBackup catalog. Hence it is important to understand
how the EMM worklist functions. The functionality of the EMM worklist affects the
data that is displayed in the SLP reports.

The following sections provide an insight on SLP and EMM functionality and also
list some limitations that are associated with the SLP reports.

About storage lifecycle policy retention
While creating a storage lifecycle policy in NetBackup, you can specify the
destinations where copies should be created. For an SLP, an image can be written
to the initial destination as part of the following operations:

■ Backup

■ Import

You can define the Retention type for each SLP destination. You can select many
retention types like Fixed (1, 2, 3 weeks), Expire after Copy, Staged capacity
managed etc. The following table explains the meaning of Fixed and Expire after
Copy retention types:

Fixed retention type means that the backup
data is retained for a specific length of time
before the backups are expired. When the
retention period is reached, NetBackup
deletes information about the expired backup.

Fixed

Expire after Copy retention type means that
the image expires after the dependent
duplication is complete.

Expire after Copy

When you are creating a NetBackup policy, the SLP that you created (like SLP1)
can be selected as Policy Storage (storage unit). The SLP (SLP1) is executed when
the policy runs.

About data collection from EMM
The SLP1 performs the following operations:

data that is shown in the SLP reports is collected from the EMM worklist and the
NetBackup catalog. The worklist is located in the EMM and contains metadata like
how many copies need to be created, where they need to be created, when they
are completed etc. In general, the copy data that is shown in the SLP reports (like
Copies Completed, Completed Copy Size columns etc.) is based on the EMM
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worklist. EMM creates the worklist after a backup is complete based on lifecycle
configuration parameters.

Consider a case when you configure an SLP named SLP1:

■ Backup (Stu1)

■ Duplication (Stu2)

■ Duplication (Stu3)

After the backup is complete, a worklist that contains an entry for each copy is
created in the EMM database. In this example, the EMM worklist has three copy
entries (corresponding to the number of copies that are defined in the SLP). The
EMM worklist is updated as and when a duplication job is processed (for example,
State for the copy changes from Not Started to In Process to Complete).

SLP reporting limitations
OpsCenter collects data for SLP reports in the following phases:

This
behavior affects the initial data collection and periodic data collection for SLP
reports.

■ If the Retention type of the SLP destination is Fixed, then EMM deletes the copy
entry based on the Retention period that is specified in the policy. This behavior
affects the initial data collection and periodic data collection for SLP reports.

■ If the SLP images reside on a tape drive, then EMM deletes the copy entry when
the particular SLP is complete. This behavior affects the initial data collection
and periodic data collection for SLP reports.

■ If you cancel an SLP that is in progress, then all the copy entries that are
associated with this SLP image are deleted from the EMM worklist. This behavior
affects the periodic data collection for SLP reports.
See “Issues associated with periodic data collection” on page 327.

Issues associated with initial data collection
For initial data collection, the following potential issues can be seen in SLP reports
due to the EMM behavior.

Since initial data collection loads all the data from the EMM, it may have an image
entry with missing copy entries. It is possible that the copy entries in the EMM
worklist are deleted due to the following factors:

■ If the Retention type of an SLP destination is Expire after Copy or Fixed.

■ If duplications happen on a tape drive

The deletion of copies has the following affect on the data that is shown in specific
SLP reports:

■ The SLP Duplication Progress report is in a bar chart format. The X axis shows
all duplication destinations associated with the SLP; Y1 axis bar charts show
the percentage of images completed (% Images Count) and Y2 axis shows
how many images are actually created (Completed Images Count).
If a backup copy is deleted from the EMM worklist, then this report may show
that the backup copy count is less than the duplication count. This is misleading.
It is expected that when an SLP is complete, same number of copies should be
created on all the destinations. Similarly the % Size Completed computation is
inaccurate for this report.

■ If a backup copy entry is deleted from the EMM worklist, the SLP Duplication
Progress report will not show the backup bar chart. Similarly, if a duplication
copy entry is deleted, the Duplication Progress report will not show the duplication
bar chart.

■ The SLP Status by Destination report will show incorrect copy sizes across
destinations. The following columns of the SLP Status by Destination report
show incorrect data:

■ Total Expected Size – all copies (MB)

■ Completed Copy Size (MB)

Issues associated with periodic data collection
When OpsCenter collects data periodically after every 10 minutes, the following
potential problems can be seen in SLP reports.

Consider a scenario when OpsCenter has collected the data for all copies associated
with SLP1 which is in progress. However, before the next data collection happens
one of the copy entries is removed from the EMM worklist (due to the EMM
behavior). In this scenario, OpsCenter marks such copy entries as Complete if the
image is SLP-complete during the next data collection cycle.

In this example scenario, you may see the following issues:

■ For all such copies that OpsCenter marks complete, the SLP Status by Image
Copy report does not show any value for the Lag Time and the Copy End Time.

■ If the last copy entry for an SLP is removed from the EMM worklist (due to EMM
behavior), then the SLP Completion Time that is shown in the SLP Status by
Image report is inaccurate.

Note: The same issues are seen if you cancel an SLP that is in progress (like
SLP1). These issues occur because all the copy entries associated with this SLP
image are deleted from the EMM worklist.

Known Issues with SLP reports
The following known issues are associated with the SLP reports:

■ When there are multiple copies in an SLP and two or more copies share the
same destination, then only one-bar chart is shown for such copies in the SLP
Duplication Progress report.

■ The size of image copies for which Import is in a Not Started state, is not
considered. Because of this behavior, the SLP Status, SLP Status by SLP, SLP
Status by Client reports may display Completed Copy Size % as 100% while
in reality there may be image copies for which the Import operation is in a Not
Started state.

■ If the Import is in a Not Started state for some image copies, the SLP Status by
Destination report may show two rows for the same storage destination. This
data is shown because there is insufficient data for image copies for which
Import is in a Not Started state. The additional row is not shown once the Import
operation is complete for all image copies.
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About Workload Analyzer reports in OpsCenter
This section provides descriptions on the Workload Report Templates available in
OpsCenter. The reports are in a graphical format and provide details on the overall
past, current, and projected workload of your NetBackup environment including job
counts, sizes, throughput, and scheduled job queues.

Workload Analyzer report
The Workload Analyzer is a report that gives information about the activities that
are done across a period of seven days. The activities are number of jobs running
at a given period of time and the amount of data that is transferred during this period.
The report contains 168 data points of analysis in terms of the activities that are
done for each hour for a period of seven days.

The report is comprised of four reports that are based on time, data transfer, job
queue, and job throughput. Time is the point from when the jobs start, the periods
for which the jobs are active, and the point when the jobs end. Job queue is based
on the length of time, a job is in queue before the job is initiated. Job size is the
amount of data that is moved from the target to the destination depending on the
job type. Job size is also based on how much data is broken down and moved in
a given hour. Job throughput is based on the data transmission rate.

The Workload Analyzer reports consider only the jobs done for calculating and
generating the report. The calculation can result in a difference in data for the current
hour and date. For example, a job that started in the past, and is in the queued
state for a long time is not considered in the job queue report. It is considered only
when it is complete.

Workload Analyzer subreports: Job Count, Size, Queue,
and Throughput
The Workload Analyzer reports are based on time, queue, size, and throughput.
The following reports are a part of the Workload Analyzer report:

■ Job Count Workload Analyzer: This report is based on the number of jobs
running at a given period of time. The purpose of this report is to display the
data that is based on time and load. You can determine the time for the job
count on the basis of the start and end time of the job. Data for load is determined
based on how many jobs are active during a given period of time. Calculations
are done to determine the number of jobs that are active during a given period
of time.
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For example, the following figure displays the job counts for a given period of
time. (A) shows the jobs that start before the time interval and end after the time
interval. (B) shows the jobs that start before the time interval and end during
the time interval. (C) shows the jobs that start and end during the time interval.
(D) shows the jobs that start during the time interval and end after the time
interval.

■ Job Size Workload Analyzer: This report is based on the amount of data that
is transferred during a given period of time. The calculation is based on the total
amount of data that is backed up by the jobs divided by the time period.
For example, in the following figure there are four jobs that have different
durations across a four hour time period. The left-hand side displays the amount
of data that's transferred during the four hour time period. The right-hand side
of the report displays the start time and end time for each job, amount of data
transferred, and duration. Job A is active for a period of four hours, it starts at
1:20 P.M. and ends at 4:20 P.M. During that period the total data that is
transferred is 80,000 MB. You can calculate data transfer rate, multiply data
transfer rate by the number of minutes during each hour when there is job activity.
Job activity in the first hour is 20 minutes, in the second and third hour it is 60
minutes, and fourth hour it is 20 minutes. Jobs B, C, and D follow a similar
pattern. Load is the sum of loads of all jobs during that hour. The yellow slot
shows maximum activity and the data that is transferred is 115960 KB.

■ Job Queue Workload Analyzer: This report is based on the period for which,
jobs are in a queue state before data back up begins. Queue time is calculated
through the use of timestamps such as time taken to initiate the job, time taken
to start and end the job. Jobs that have a high queue time are identified to reduce
scenarios where many jobs with high queue time are initiated at the same time.
The queuing is calculated at individual job level and then aggregated to the level
where the report is generated.
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■ Job Throughput Workload Analyzer: This report is based on the rate in
Mbytes\Sec at which the data is transferred This calculation provides an important
indicator to understand the performance. The throughput report is based on
cross-hour calculation. The report displays accurate analysis of the data.
Compared to the other workload reports, the totals for the rows of this report
are averaged.
The Start Write time ensures that the speed is only measured against the time
in which, the actual data transfer takes place. This calculation ensures that the
queue time is not considered. The queue report calculates the queue time. In
the following figure, the throughput is calculated across four jobs that span for
a period of three hours. One job belongs to Policy B and three jobs belong to
Policy A. The green boxes indicate the time in which the write job occurs.

Workload Analyzer report template options
The Workload Analyzer report template is a pre-fixed 168 hour reporting template.
The template makes extensive use of color to display the analyzed data through
the heat map technology. You can configure the color range. Report categories
that include attributes such as backup server, media server, client, policy, provide
a good means to understand the basics of workload and performance. All the reports
that comprise the workload analyzer report template are based on time. The following
figure is a sample report template.

The highlights of the workload analyzer report template are as follows:

■ You can hover the mouse on each cell in the report to get details such as date,
time, hour, and actual value of the hour.
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■ You can configure the range for each color. The color depicts the density of the
jobs running at that hour. It also displays the number of minutes of queue time,
the amount of data transferred, and the throughput rate. The deeper the color
of the cell, the higher is the value in the cell.

■ You can use the Report on feature to select entities for which, you require the
data. For example, if you select Report on for a master server, the second
column in the report displays data for the master server only. The entities include
Backup Server, Media Server, Backup Client, Policy, Policy Type, Schedule,
Job Type, Job Level, Job Error Code, Exit Status, Job Exit Code, Job
Transport Type, Schedule\Level Type, and Storage Unit.

■ You can drill down to the next level in the report. The second column is hyper
linked and provides the drill-down option. For example, from the master server
you can drill down to client. A drill-down report is launched. You can drill down
to clients from the media server, policy, policy schedule, schedule, job type, job
error code, job status, job level, transport type. Other drill-down options are
policy type to policy, job status to job error code, view to next level down the
view hierarchy.

■ The last row on the report shows the total values of all the rows for the entire
time span. The first column shows data for the entire week, whereas the hour
column shows data for that particular hour for all entities.

■ You can use various filters in the report. The filters include:

Filter on available master servers and
media servers.

Master Server, media server

Filter on available client.Client

Filter on name and type of policy.Policy

As you work with different report categories, the Report Wizard displays different
parameters. Many of the parameters are used for multiple report categories, and
they appear in different combinations for each type.

Configuring timeframe parameters
You use the Time Frame parameters to define the report’s overall time frame and
the intervals for which data is reported.

You can specify absolute or relative time frame for a report.

You can select the following timeframe parameters:

Select Previous or Next from the drop-down list (wherever
applicable), and then specify the number of hours, days, weeks,
months, quarters, or years to define the period. The report displays
data collected within the specified time period, for example, data
of the previous 3 months.

The Relative Timeframe is especially useful for reports that you
plan to generate on a regular basis. Such reports always show data
collected over the most recent time interval.

Relative Timeframe
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This applies only to Relative time frames. In Start from the beginning
of <selected unit>, the <selected unit> may stand for Hours, Days,
Weeks, Months, Quarters, or Years depending on what unit you
select as a Relative Timeframe.

If you specify a relative timeframe and check Start from the
beginning of <selected unit>, the Relative timeframe is calculated
starting from the first day for week, month, quarter, or year selection,
from 12 A.M. for day selection, and from the earliest whole number
(no minutes or seconds) for hour selection. Do not select the Start
from the beginning of <unit> check box if you want to view data
for the entire period specified in Relative Timeframe.

Examples:

■ The current date is June 13, 2010. If you select the Relative
Timeframe as Previous 1 Month and do not select the Start
from the beginning of Month check box, the report shows
data from May 14, 2010 to June 13, 2010. However if you select
the Start from the beginning of Month check box, the report
shows data from June 1, 2010 to June 13, 2010.

■ The current date and time is September 13, 10:30 PM. If you
select the Relative Timeframe as Previous 2 Days and do not
select the Start from the beginning of Days check box, the
report shows data from September 11, 10:30 P.M. to September
13, 10:30 P.M. However if you select the Start from the
beginning of Days check box, the report shows data from
September 12, 12 A.M. to September 13, 10:30 P.M.

■ The current time is 4:25 P.M. If you select the Relative
Timeframe as Previous 2 Hours and do not select the Start
from the beginning of Hour check box, the report shows data
from 2:25 P.M. to 4:25 P.M. However if you select the Start
from the beginning of Hours check box, the report shows data
from 3 P.M. to 4:25 P.M.

Note: If you specify relative time frame and check Start from
the beginning of <selected unit>, the report is configured to
display data collected over the interval ending at the current
date. This is effectively equivalent to specifying an absolute time
frame; the report’s contents remain static whenever you display
it.

Start from the
beginning of <selected
unit>

Define the beginning and end of the time interval to be covered by
the report. When you enter absolute dates, the report’s contents
remain static whenever you display it.

Absolute Timeframe
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This applies only to Absolute timeframes. Check this option to view
all the data on and before the To date that you enter in the Absolute
timeframe.

Example: Suppose you specify an absolute timframe: From March
1, 2004, 12:00 A.M. to April 30, 2004, 12:00 A.M. The report
displays data from the time period between the start and end dates.
Now if you check Ignore From Date, the report ignores the From
Date and displays all data before April 30, 2004, 12:00 A.M.

Ignore From Date

This applies only to Absolute timeframes. Check this option to view
all data on and after the From date that you enter in the Absolute
timeframe.

Example: Suppose you specify an absolute timframe: From March
1, 2004, 12:00 A.M. to April 30, 2004, 12:00 A.M. The report
displays data from the time period between the start and end dates.
Now if you check IgnoreTo Date, the report ignores the To Date
and displays all data on and after March 1, 2004, 12:00 A.M.

Ignore To Date

This signifies that the data shown should not be grouped with time.
The report includes all the data in the OpsCenter database
irrespective of time. The timeframe grouping is not applicable.

No Time Basis

Day Window is applicable when you specify an Absolute or Relative
timeframe. From the Day Window, you can specify the time interval
that constitutes one day. Select values from the From and To
drop-down lists.

Example: 6:00 PM to 6:00 AM

Example: 12:00 AM (midnight) to 12:00 PM (noon)

This option appears only when you select a Historical view type.

Select the time interval by which you want to group the records.
For example, if you selected 1 month as the Report Time Frame
and 10 days as the Group By interval, the report shows records in
three chunks of data grouped by 10 days.

Selecting and using filter parameters
You can use filter parameters to obtain additional filtering capability for the report
that you want to display. For example depending on the category or subcategory
that you select, you may filter on the following:

■ Client Operating System

■ Client is Active
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■ Policy Active: Select Yes to view policies that are active. Select No to view
policies that are not active.

■ Media is On Hold column has been added under the Media filter.

■ Image is on hold and Image Copy is on hold columns have been added under
the Image filter.

■ Index Server Name, Metadata Indexing Enabled have been added for the
Policy filter.

■ Indexing enabled for schedule column has been added under the Schedule
filter.

To specify additional filtering criteria

1 On the Custom Reports Wizard, select a report category, subcategory and
view type. Click Next.

2 On the Select Parameters panel, the respective filters appear in the Filters
section.

The list of filters that appear depend on the report category and view type that
you select.

3 Click the filter that you want to use, and then specify one or more values using
the fields provided.

About display options
Use theModify Display Options panel to define the measurements to be collected
for historical, ranking, tabular, and distribution reports. Different display options are
displayed for different view types.

About Historical view display options
The following display options are available for historical reports. The following
parameters are displayed:

Define the report’s scope using the drop-down list. This field denotes
the entity on which grouping is required. For example, when you
select the Report On parameter as Client, the Y-axis report data is
grouped per client.

Example: Job Status, Image type etc.

Description to display along with the report. If you leave this field
blank, no description is provided by default.

X-Axis
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For Historical reports, a label for the horizontal (X) axis. If you leave
this field blank, a default label is provided.

Display Name

The metric used to define the graph’s horizontal (X) axis.

Examples: Attempt End Time, Client Name

If you choose a Report Data parameter like Client Name which is
not time-based, another parameter called Time Basis appears.

Report Data

This parameter appears if you select a Report Data parameter like
Client Name that is not related to time. Time Basis resembles the
time attribute on which time filter is applied as criteria. This attribute
is not shown if you select No Time Basis while configuring the
timeframe in the Wizard. Time Basis is the metric used for assigning
a time to each item in the report, if not specified by the Report Data
parameter.

Example: The start time or the end time for each backup job.

Time Basis

Y1 or Y2 -Axis

For Historical reports, a label for the horizontal (Y1 or Y2) axis. If
you leave this field blank, a default label is provided.

Display Name

For Historical reports, the metric used to define the graph’s vertical
(Y1 or Y2) axis.

Examples: Job Size, Status Code etc.

Report Data

For numeric data types, such as Job Size, the units in which to
display the data. This is applicable only for size-related attributes
like Job size, image size, fragment size etc.

Examples: MB, GB.

Display Unit

The report format. Additional formats may be available depending
on the values specified in Report Data.

Chart Type

Use the Trendline and Forecast parameters to project future trends
by averaging actual data from the recent past. Check Show
forecast with forecast periods, and use the drop-down list to
specify a number of forecast periods (intervals). This displays a
forecast line extending to future dates, using linear regression to
predict values based on the trend of data within the report’s time
frame.

Example: 12 shows forecast data for the next 12 months (if the
Time Frame Group By is 1 month).

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Use the Trendline parameter to indicate a general pattern or
direction by averaging actual data from the recent past. Check
Show trendline with moving average, and use the drop-down
list to specify the number of data points to factor into the average.
At each interval on the graph, the trendline shows a moving average
of the most recent data points.

Example: 3 displays a trendline that, at each interval, shows the
average of the current data point and the two previous data points.

For Historical reports, select the Target Performance checkbox
and then either Y1 or Y2-Axis radio button. Type a value in the text
box to include a target level or threshold in the report display. The
target value appears as a horizontal line, useful for making quick
visual comparisons between the target value and the actual values
being reported.

Defining report conditions
In the Conditions section of the Modify Display Options panel, specify exception
conditions for notification. Exception conditions represent potential problems, for
example an unusually high percentage of backup job failures or an unusually low
quantity of data being backed up. Each condition is defined by assigning threshold
values for a particular metric, such as Success Rate or Total Backup Job Size. You
can set a low threshold, a high threshold, or both. The conditions are applicable
only for numeric values like Job Size (and not for values like Job Type, Master
Server). You can apply condition for attributes like Job type or Master server provided
you have applied a function like Count, Distinct Count etc. on it.

After you specify your conditions, you can create a report schedule so that when a
condition is true, an email notification is sent or the report is exported, or both. The
conditions are applied only when a report is scheduled.

Creating an OpsCenter report using SQL query
This section provides the procedure to create a report using SQL query.
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Only OpsCenter Analytics users can access the custom SQL query function.

Note: OpsCenter provides detailed information about the OpsCenter database
schema that you may want to know before running any SQL query to generate
reports. On the Report Wizard > SQL Query page, click the following link to open

Note:OpsCenter Reporter and Restore Operator do not have access to the custom
SQL query option.

To create a report using SQL query

1 In the OpsCenter console, click Reports.

2 On the Report Templates tab, click Create New Report.

3 On the Report Wizard, select the Create a report using SQL Query option
and click Next.

4 On the SQL Query page, enter an SQL query to view the required data.

For example, to view all NetBackup master servers that monitored and managed
by OpsCenter, enter the following SQL query: select * from
domain_masterserver

5 Click Next.

You can view all master server details that are stored in the
domain_masterserver database table.

Note: When you run a stored procedure that has multiple result sets, then
output of only the first result set is displayed on the GUI. The output of other
result sets is not shown on the GUI.

Note that Opscenter stores most of the time fields in Gregorian. If you want to see
the value for a given Gregorian date field in a timezone that is configured on the
OpsCenter host, you should use utcbiginttonomtime(gregorianDatefield) function,
where gregorianDatefield is any time value in gregorian. The function
utcbiginttonomtime function cannot consider DST time offset. Hence it ignores
any DST offset while showing the date and time value.

You must not use utcbiginttoutctime() function as it does not show time in a
time zone that is configured on your OpsCenter host.
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
